BLOCK ASSESSMENT

BLOCK MARK

The block mark is out of 100, 90% of which will be contributed by the block test and 10% of which will be contributed by the EBM test scores. The format of the block test will be computer-based testing (multiple choice questions and extended matching questions) and will cover the work from Pathology disciplines and Radiology (EBM excluded). The block test is out of 60 marks and will take 90 minutes.

EXAM STATUS

If a student has a block mark of (60%, the student does not have to write the exam at the end of the first semester (promotion). In such cases the block mark will become the block exam mark, and will be recorded as the final block mark.

BLOCK EXAMINATION

Students with <60% must write the block exam at the end of the first semester. The block mark will contribute 50% and the block exam 50% to the FINAL BLOCK MARK. All students are entitled to write the block exam irrespective of their block mark. Students with a FINAL BLOCK MARK of (50%, pass the block.  Students with a FINAL BLOCK MARK of <50% will have to write the second examination at the end of the year.

BLOCK SECOND EXAMINATION (NOVEMBER 2014)

To pass the block second exam a mark of (50% has to be obtained in this assessment. Students with less than 50% will fail the block. An additional requirement for successful completion of SA13 is satisfactory attendance of the Bio-Ethics Breakaway, which will take place from 18-19 August 2014. Students who do not satisfactorily complete all components of SA13 cannot graduate. Such cases will be considered at the exam moderation meeting and the appropriate course of action/outcome will be discussed with the student.
ABSENCE FROM SUBJECT TESTS OR BLOCK TESTS as a result of illness will only be considered valid if a doctor’s certificate is produced within 72 hours and if:

· The doctor has seen the student on the day of, or on the day before the examination.  Consultations on the day after the examination/test, or a certificate based on hear-say will be considered invalid;

· The medical condition couldn’t easily be treated symptomatically (e.g., headache).
· Medical certificates will be accepted as valid after consultation with the appropriate parties and in consultation with the medical officer involved.  Students are reminded that issuing of a false medical certificate may result in the name of the medical practitioner being removed from the register. Tampering with a medical certificate will be brought to the attention of the disciplinary committee and may end in expulsion.

ABSENCE FROM BLOCK EXAMINATIONS

If there is a legitimate reason for not being able to write the block examination (see above criteria with regard to a valid doctor’s certificate) the student will automatically write the second exam in November.  
Important notice

It remains the responsibility of the student to check whether or not he/she has to sit for the examination(s). It is advised that students check whether their names are on the examination list prior to making travel/vacation arrangements, which may clash with examination dates. A list of the student numbers will be posted on the notice board outside the entrance to the Department of Chemical Pathology (Institute of Pathology, Prinshof Campus, 1st level, Room 3-40). A copy of the list will be forwarded to the class representative and to student administration for posting on appropriate notice boards. The department is under no obligation to contact students telephonically or otherwise to inform them that they have to sit for an examination.
ACADEMIC SUPPLEMENTARY WEEK

All students writing the second block examination should contact the department regarding remedial teaching in November 2014.

BLOCK OBJECTIVES

At the end of this block students must have achieved the knowledge, skills and attitude to:

· select the most appropriate diagnostic investigations for a given clinical scenario
· appreciate the importance of pre-analytical factors such as patient identification and sample labelling, patient preparation, correct sampling (appropriate sample containers and collection technique), and secure transport to the laboratory
· interpret the results of routine diagnostic investigations and to apply this knowledge to inform decisions about patient management
· know when to consult laboratory professionals or pathologists with regard to result interpretation or to obtain advice about further testing

· ensure that use of diagnostic testing is cost-effective and appropriate
